Intro:  Webster defines the word "diary" as "a daily allowance, a daily record, a personal record of events, experiences and observations.  Based upon that definition, Psalm 23 has a striking resemblance to a diary.  Since David is the author, then it is reasonable to call Psalm 23 "David's Diary".  From this masterpiece of spiritual enlightenment, we can gather and glean how well David knew his Lord.  This psalm is like a well that never runs dry, an ocean with no bottom, and a universe which has no end.  Like a motherlode gold strike, this Psalm  is rich in spiritual gold nuggets and may we glean every possible ounce of gold from it.  In our study we further note:

I.  There Is A Tender Title ("the LORD")

A title can say a lot or it can become a disappointment, when the substance does not live up to the title.  When we address a title for God, we must understand that any title or words of description that comes forth from the mouths of carnal men, will, in and of itself, be tremendously limited.  This title that David uses reflects the highest pinnacle of human comprehension of deity.  Only after we arrive at our final destination, will we be able to comprehend, express and relate to how great our God is.  From David's description of God as "The LORD", we will examine what this title means, and we will ask the pertinent questions, so that we can glean the precious answers.

A.  The LORD - Who Is He?

When we ask "Who is the LORD", we can only define Him in His actions and dealings.  These are:

1.  He Is The Author And Finisher Of Our Conversion

Hebrews 12:2 "Looking unto Jesus the Author and Finisher of our faith, who for the joy that was set before Him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God".
