Previously, we saw the providence of God in the safety that was provided for Moses, now we will see that same providence in the schooling that God provides.  His school of preparation is like no other, but is highly sufficient to prepare a man for God's plan and purpose in his life.

Illustration:  While serving as pastor of a previous church, I had a young preacher boy sitting under me.  I wanted to give him a book that had been a source of inspiration for me, and I always write a personal note in the front of the book.  On this occasion, I felt impressed to write these words, "Never underestimate the "WHO'S" that God chooses to pass through your life, and never miss the WHY'S of the purpose for which God placed them there".

In God's divine scheme of things, He purposes and permits many situations to occur in our lives.  Rarely do we see the purpose at the time it is occurring , but rather we see it only when we look back upon it.  The Lord had a work for this appointed man to accomplish.  He was the chosen person for the task, but as we will see, just being the right person is not enough.  There is also the right place and the right time.  Moses only had one our three correct in the scene which we will look at, and we desperately need to glean from the mistakes that he made.  With these truths firmly placed in our hearts, we continue to see:

I.  God's System Of Testing

Scripture is very clear in the fact that God does aim testings toward our lives and also that He allows trials to come our way.  Moses was now being tested and those testings would further build the character and content of the man for God's plan

A)  A Lofty Position (verse 10 "and the child grew and she brought him unto Pharaoh's daughter and he became her son")

Jewish historians record that this daughter of Pharaoh was unable to bear children.  In Old Testament days, a man, especially a king, would be considered a failure unless he had a son or a grandson that could inherit the throne.  This was no small problem, and the existence of  this problem was what God used to move upon the heart of the daughter when she first laid eyes on the baby Moses.  This problem
